The following text is excerpted from an ongoing discussion on the IGF Multistakeholder Advisory Group mailing list. The only changes made relate to an effort to anonymize the comments in respect of the Chatham House rule and separate issues related to logistics and internal procedures. The discussion took place between 1 - 31 July, 2010. 

Dear colleagues, 

Thank you all for your efforts on 28-29 June.  Please find below the email we sent to all workshop organizers. 

After the meeting, we went through all the workshop proposals to make sure that we did not leave any proposal behind that would also merit being scheduled, based on the same criteria we applied during the meeting.The selection is based on their quality as demonstrated against the strict criteria that we used in evaluating the workshops. As we were more flexible during the meeting itself, we applied the same more flexible criteria to all the proposals to make sure that the same rules were being followed for all proposals. 

We changed to green the colour coding of the following workshops:99, 197, 50, 157, 60, 55, 158. 56, 65, 80, 58. 105, 136, 18, 37, 94, 111, 70. 

In addition to scheduling the feeder workshops and the workshops that were added during the meeting, this schedule includes Dynamic Coalition meetings,  Regional and National IGF initiatives and Open Forums.   

The tentative schedule has also been further developed, taking into account your input received. It attempts  to balance the feeder workshop requirements for slots before the relevant main sessions. 

In terms of the numbers: 62 workshops were scheduled, 8 Open Forums, 12 Regional and National IGF initiatives, and 13 Dynamic Coalition meetings.

Trying to balance the feeder workshop requirements for slots before the relevant main sessions and the many possible conflicts in terms of speaker schedules, travel plans and audience overlap is proving, as always, to be a challenging activity.  Additionally there are still some adjustments being in determinations of which workshops need to be scheduled before their main sessions as feeder workshops.  Further updates of the schedule will be released as the Vilnius meeting approaches.
