Panel Descriptions
A Business Perspective: Re-shaping Future Business Models
In 2008 the GIIC focused its attention on many of the challenges and opportunities presented by how ICT can be used to address the environment and environmental stewardship. The outcome of these deliberations resulted in the Tokyo Declaration. Clearly with environment and sustainable development back on the agenda existing business models will need to look at the challenges and the opportunities posed by such changes. In the new economy ICT is not only a business enabler but also constitutes an increasing share of the GDP of nation states. The Information Technology Sector will need to facilitate as well as re-shape business models in an environment sensitive manner.  The sector must balance the strong growth achieved so far, with newer models that balance Green IT considerations with business and technology shift imperatives.  The panel will examine the impact that environmental issues are having on business planning; and on where they see new opportunities and the challenges that will shape business models. Green sustainable models are clearly needed not just because it is politically correct but because it is good business. The question is: what is the shape and direction that these models will take.  The session provides a business perspective.     
The Impact on the User Community: Connecting the Next Billion 
It has been just over a decade since the ubiquitous World Wide Web began to shape our lives. The shifts and impact on society has been significant and life altering to say the least. Governments, businesses and civil society are now grappling with connecting the next billion users, managing the impact of the digital divide while they seek to address the challenges that such connectivity brings. It is important to understand the impact ICTs can have is assisting user to realize beneficial opportunities, as well as moderate environmental harm. Combine this with the explosion in mobile communication and computing and the challenges to the environment seem immense.  The Internet and ICTs are transformative technologies which can maximize users’ capacity to create and adapt. They are transformative technologies because they enable this creativity to be widely shared at every level, from local to global. Our panel will examine the options and opportunities in mitigating environmental issues while addressing user growth and equity of access. The session provides an user and provider perspective
The Stakeholders Perspective: Achieving a balance: ICT and the Environment

Numerous international organizations are engaged in looking at a range of issues related to ICT and the environment.  This year, the United Nations Internet Governance Forum (IGF) will conduct numerous workshops on the issue and the role on the future of the Internet; in June 2008 the OECD addressed the issue in its ministerial on the Future of Internet Economy; and the ITU and World Bank continue to be active in examining the impact of ICT on the developing world. As we move towards the 2009 United Nations Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen, Denmark where the treaty succeeding the Kyoto Protocol is expected to be adopted – the impact of ICT is a critical component.  Our panelists will discuss the efforts by these international institutions to focus attention on the issue of ICT and the environment and sustainability, as well as activities of national governments. Coming as it does ahead of the IGF meet this session looks at the issues from the stakeholders perspective including regulation and policy imperatives. 
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
