(Advisory Group Meeting in Geneva, February 26-28, 2008)

The Advisory Group played an important role in organizing and holding the Forum. Within the framework of close consultations the Advisory Group discussed and drafted the Forum agenda, topics of workshops and other events, made most important organizational decisions. The Group mandate expired after the second session of the Internet Governance Forum; however the work in the group has go on. In this connection the Russian Federation proposes:

· to introduce rotation among the Advisory Group members in order to enhance its effectiveness (one third of the Advisory Group members should be replaced every year), with more active participation of all the Group members within  its regulations and maintaining openness and transparency:

· To use procedures approved in the UN system as a basis of the Group work, in particular those related to government expert groups nominated according to the principle of geographic representation 1 country - 1 vote (at that country representatives may use services of their national experts participating in the work without the right to vote or speak).

· To adopt new clear regulations establishing the working procedure of the Group.
