Many people agreed with the approach.   One person suggested that 
there should be policy collaboration as well as technical 
collaboration.

Others cited problems they had encountered with IDNs such as 
higher price and lack of availability.  That is, multi-lingual domains 
could not be bought because registrars did not sell them. 
 
It was brought up that China has a good deal of multi-lingual 
support.  Since this is within the borders of China, it is difficult to 
gauge the extent of penetration.
