must play an individual role in protecting youth online, but especially 

families need to have this kind of discussion because children trust their 

parents more than anyone else and they listen to parents’ voices about 

how to use the Internet safely.

age, and regional differences, accept them, and cooperate with various 

stakeholders by sharing best practices and resources. In particular, we 

need engagement from the industry and companies need to be committed 

to protect youth online. 

 -Educating the next generation is utmost important, so more people 

should  

participate in our workshop so that we can exchange abundant views on 

this topic. In this regard, this kind of workshop should be held at the very 

beginning of the next IGF.

 -One participant suggested Intelligent Risk Management (IRM) to support 

all relevant stakeholders to play their respective roles in protecting 

children online. The IRM is a technology that keeps children away from 

harmful contents. 

-One participant said that although education can be a good choice to 

protect children online, in some Asian and African countries there is no 

such resource and money. Therefore, a certain kind of restriction to use 

the Internet could serve the objective. 

-One participant introduced an example in Hong Kong and said that the 

government does not spend money for Internet governance education 

even though it does have money. Hence, he argued the necessity to do 

some more lobbying so that the government spends more money for the 

Internet governance education.
